« Jayne Torvill and Christopher Dean are two of Team GB'’s most famous Winter Olympic stars,
having won the gold medal in 1984 with their ‘Bolero’ ice dance. They were world champions
three times, British Champions seven times and both have MBEs. They now underpin the TV
show ‘Dancing on Ice'.
