Monthly meeting held to discuss future improvements for the school. The following action points were agreed:

Parking

It is recommended that issues are reported to Staffordshire Police by dialling 111. The school are not able to handle issues.

Update from Parish Council Meeting

Land at Baxters Field, Nottingham Road will unfortunately not be viable for people to park as an overflow when Common Road is congested., but the land will be made available for exciting community projects such as Forest School and outdoor gym equipment.

NL had sight of plans to extend the double yellow lines on Common Lane near the bus stop and an additional section of white lines to break up the parking space and keep traffic flowing. 

The Parish Council will be reviewing the area and confirming improvements and alterations at a later date.

Food waste

Food thrown away after school lunches continues to be monitored but is not a concern currently.
