Grounds (including a tour of the gardens and grounds)
Early Years:
PTA has raised funds for changes to the Early Years’ garden for improvements re: all-weather access, wheelchair access, level changes and dust in the summer months.
These improvements have included: repointing of the sandpit brick structure, fenced mud-kitchen area, a new home for the boat, an artificial grass area, new paths throughout and the formation of other distinct areas.
Money from the sponsored welly walk (nearly £2000) has been put towards new toys and equipment.
Eco-Council:
EC have been consulted re: the redesign of other areas of the school grounds. Questionnaires have gone out to each class and the year 6s have undertaken a design workshop to generate ideas.
The redesign is focussed on encouraging a range of types of play and improving biodiversity.
Other parties:
Staffordshire Wildlife Trust are running a club up at the school pond for the older children.
WFEG and Balfour Beatty are also keen to support school grounds development. BB have already funded a planter via ‘Growing Spaces’. The older children really enjoyed filling it with soil and the reception children planted it up.
WFEG/BB are now going to focus efforts on the existing forest school wildlife area.
