Monthly meeting held to discuss future improvements for the school. The following action points were agreed:

KS1 and KS2 After-School Activities 

NL confirmed additional activities were being explored for appropriate times of the school year. These included dance, yoga, art and drama. An update will be provided at the next meeting once costs, venue and volunteer availability have been considered.

School Lunches

YS walked the group through her processes and daily tasks. She informed everyone that the catering team went in-house in 2012 and have a 5-hygiene rating. Between 220 and 260 meals are served each day.

CMC are the catering company who advise on government regulations. All food served is compliant with the guidelines provided by the government.

Further to the feedback received from the 2018 questionnaire, KS2 pupils now receive larger portions and have done since September 2018. 

All fruit and vegetables are locally sourced and fresh, except peas and sweetcorn.

There are some issues with the selection of meals made by pupils. Some children change their minds once they are in the queue which causes a problem with stock and dishes that have been prepared by the morning numbers. 

Wastage is avoided but is also an issue. NL to consider talking about food wastage within an assembly and for the pupils to have an update on wastage once they’ve been tasked to help with the problem. Plastic has been limited and continues to be a focus of the catering staff.


Pupils are consulted with new menus within the Pupil Council and some dishes have been designed by the children, for example Lily’s shortbread.

Y? holds meetings with the parents of children with allergies.

It was agreed that LW would look at redesigning the menus to raise the profile of the catering department being in-house, fresh and having a flexible menu.

Drop off and pick up

The group discussed regular congestion issues at key morning drop off and afternoon pick up times. NL informed everyone that the school will be represented at a meeting with the Parish Council. A further update will be provided in the April Parent Council Meeting and will include details on the safety and parking on the road.

The provision of sweets and chocolate to pupils

LW presented the proposed electronic and paper version of the survey. This will run until Friday 15 March.

Garden and grounds

It was agreed this would be discussed in the March Parent Council Meeting.

School Crossing Funding

Funding from Staffordshire Council has been agreed for the next three years.
