· Feedback & actions from school dinner survey:
* There were plenty of positive comments from parents in the survey responses.
* Negative responses tended to by grouped around certain themes.

* Children are to be asked for their favourite recipes from home (similar to the Tesco’s “Food Love Stories” marketing campaign e.g. ‘Alfie’s Magic Soup’ etc.) 
* An emphasis on veggie recipes
* Children can make their favourite recipes in class

· Crossing Wardens:
