® In receipt of the 4 week run on of Working Tax
Credit (when someone becomes unemployed or
reduces their hours and is no longer entitled to
Working Tax Credit but will continue to receive it
for a further 4 weeks and is entitled to free meals
during that time)

® Universal Credit (provided you have an annual net
household income of no more than £7,400 as as-
sessed by earnings from up to three of your most
recent assessment periods). Your net earned in-
come is your household income after taxes &
deductions and does not include income from Uni-
versal Credit or any other benefits
