	Impact


	Impact of Sports Premium at Whittington Primary School
· All children at Whittington have access to a broad, balanced, and inclusive PE curriculum. This curriculum is continually evolving to meet the needs of our current pupils. It is engaging and diverse, offering children the opportunity to experience a wide range of sports with the aim of helping them discover a passion for physical activity. While breadth is a key feature, it is not at the expense of quality—skill development remains a central focus, and the curriculum is adaptable to meet the unique needs of each class.
· PE lessons are carefully planned, well taught, and thoughtfully sequenced to ensure that all children can succeed and make meaningful progress.
· 94.6% of children are currently achieving Age-Related Expectations (ARE) or above in PE this academic year—an increase from 74.6% the previous year—demonstrating significant improvement in outcomes.
· Opportunities for Outdoor and Adventurous Activities have expanded across Key Stage 2 through continued implementation of the Get Set4PE scheme. Pupils have developed key teamwork and problem-solving skills. In addition, external enrichment sessions provided valuable CPD opportunities for teachers, equipping them with new ideas and strategies for future delivery.
· In EYFS, children benefit from access to equipment and activities that support and enhance gross motor development and fundamental movement skills which are essential for their future success and confidence in PE throughout their school life. 93.2% of Reception pupils are currently achieving ARE in Physical Development. Transition into Year 1 has also improved, supported by dance and gymnastics units that follow a similar structure to Year 1 lessons, easing progression.
· Staff across the school demonstrate strong subject knowledge and confidence in delivering all aspects of the PE curriculum. Ongoing support is provided by the PE subject lead and consultant Caroline Holder. Staff regularly participate in CPD opportunities and are expected to share learning with colleagues. Good practice is routinely celebrated and shared during weekly staff meetings.
· Health and safety procedures, policies, and risk assessments have been reviewed and updated to align with current legislation. All staff are aware of, and adhere to, the latest guidelines to ensure safe practice.
· A comprehensive Water Safety programme has been developed and delivered to all pupils from EYFS through to Year 6. This initiative has helped raise awareness of water safety and provided children with vital knowledge, including some strategies for safe self-rescue.
· The PE lead remains well-informed of national developments and legislative updates through regular network meetings and engagement with recent publications. Insights from these networks are used to continually improve the PESSPA (Physical Education, School Sport and Physical Activity) offer at Whittington and are regularly shared with staff.
· This year the school has proudly achieved several national accreditations in recognition of its high-quality PE provision:

	Sustainability 


	To ensure the long-term sustainability of our high-quality PE provision, we have embedded robust systems for staff development, curriculum planning, and resource management. Regular CPD opportunities—combined with ongoing support from the PE subject lead and external specialists—mean staff confidence and subject knowledge continue to grow across the school. Our curriculum is well-established, yet flexible, allowing it to adapt to future cohorts while maintaining high standards. Resources have been carefully chosen to be durable and versatile, supporting a wide range of activities year after year. The sharing of good practice through staff meetings and peer support ensures that knowledge and skills are retained and disseminated, even with staff changes. By engaging with national networks and staying informed of policy changes, our PE lead ensures Whittington remains proactive, rather than reactive, in maintaining excellence. These foundations mean that the positive impact of Sports Premium funding will be sustained for future generations.

	Impact

	· We successfully created a well-rounded, inclusive, and progressive physical education and school sport experience for all students at Whittington. All pupils developed a broad understanding and appreciation of various sports and physical activities, significantly enhancing their physical literacy, overall fitness, and enjoyment of movement. This foundation has fostered a positive attitude towards physical activity and encouraged lifelong engagement in sport and healthy living.
· Essential physical skills and knowledge were consistently acquired through a wide variety of sporting experiences, with learning carefully sequenced to build progressively over time. Connections between sports and activities were purposefully highlighted, deepening pupils' understanding and supporting mastery across disciplines. Every child, regardless of ability or background, had equitable access to physical education and sport. Inclusive practices were firmly embedded, ensuring that all children could participate fully, developing confidence, competence, and a strong sense of belonging.
· Students engaged in a holistic celebration of sport and wellbeing throughout the year, promoting both physical health and mental wellness. Our annual Sports Week was a highlight, reinforcing the importance of balancing physical activity with broader wellbeing and community spirit.
· All pupils had the opportunity to take part in competitive sport, developing resilience, teamwork, and sportsmanship. Regular intra-house competitions fostered school spirit and provided meaningful opportunities for students of all ages to apply their skills in a friendly but competitive environment. These events contributed to increased physical activity levels and a strong sense of achievement across the whole school community.
· Outdoor and adventurous learning opportunities were enhanced to support pupils’ physical, emotional, and social development. Structured and unstructured times, including lunchtimes through OPAL, were enriched with high-quality equipment and purposeful provision, encouraging active play, social interaction, and imaginative use of space.
· Targeted interventions were provided for students who needed additional support in areas such as communication, resilience, or teamwork. These interventions, alongside regular team-building sessions, offered consistent opportunities for students to develop key life skills including collaboration, problem-solving, and leadership. 
· Weekly Sportsmanship Awards celebrated and reinforced positive values such as fair play, respect, and perseverance.
· Life skills were thoughtfully integrated into every aspect of the PE curriculum, ensuring that students not only excelled in sports but also grew in character and personal development. As a result, our PE provision has supported the holistic growth of every child, equipping them with the tools needed for both sporting success and lifelong wellbeing.


	Sustainability

	The success and long-term impact of our physical education and school sport provision have been secured through a sustainable model rooted in strong leadership, staff development, and inclusive practice. Our progressive curriculum is embedded across all key stages and designed to be adaptable, allowing it to evolve with future cohorts while maintaining high standards. Staff confidence and expertise have grown through ongoing CPD and shared best practice, ensuring that knowledge and skills are retained and passed on, even with changes in staffing. Resources have been carefully selected for their durability and versatility, and systems for maintaining high engagement—such as regular intra-house competitions, targeted interventions, and inclusive enrichment activities—are now firmly embedded in school culture. By prioritising life skills, wellbeing, and equity alongside physical development, our approach to PE not only meets current needs but is also built to last, ensuring all future pupils continue to benefit from a high-quality, inclusive, and enriching experience.















	Intention 3: Student Leadership *(2) (3)
· Development of Sports Council and Sports Leaders roles

	Impact

	· The Sports Council and Sports Leader roles were successfully established and embedded across the school.
· These leadership roles empowered students to take on responsibility, enhancing their confidence, organisational skills, and decision-making abilities.
· Students played an active role in planning, supporting, and delivering elements of the school’s sports provision.
· Their involvement fostered a strong sense of ownership, pride, and accountability in the success of PE and school sport.
· Leadership opportunities promoted student voice and advocacy for physical education, helping to shape a more inclusive and engaging sporting culture.
· The initiative strengthened connections between students, staff, and the wider school community, contributing to a shared commitment to high-quality physical education for all.

	Sustainability 

	The Sports Council and Sports Leader roles are now embedded in school life, with clear structures for recruitment, training, and succession planning each year. Staff support ensures consistency and guidance, while experienced leaders help mentor new ones, creating a cycle of peer-led development. As leadership is valued and celebrated across the school, a culture of responsibility, teamwork, and student voice continues to grow, ensuring the long-term sustainability and impact of these roles.
